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School Readiness...So Much More Than ABC’s and 1, 2, 3’s

As Kindergarten Registration approaches in the spring, many parents of 4 year olds begin to wonder if their child

is ready for Kindergarten and many early education teachers begin to place a stronger emphasis on Kindergarten readiness

activities. Parents, educators, and early childhood experts all agree on the importance of  preparing children for

Kindergarten, but there are many misconceptions about what skills are important.  Many adults spend too much time on the

ABC’s and 1,2,3’s and not enough time learning the social and emotional skills that are necessary for school success. These

important social emotional skills start developing at birth and are closely linked to thinking skills.

Based on the wealth of research and the experiences of Kindergarten teachers, more value needs to be placed on

social emotional readiness. According to Kindergarten teachers, children are socially and emotionally ready for school when

they can communicate their needs, wants, and thoughts, are able to follow directions, follow class rules, take turns, share,

cooperate, and are able to play with other children, and be sensitive to other children’s feelings.

Children who are socially competent and emotionally secure are better able to participate fully in

learning experiences at school. Children who lack these skills are at a higher risk for behavioral,

emotional, academic, and social problems.

Children need stable interactions and nurturing environments to acquire social emotional

skills.  Some ways to support the development of  these skills are to provide dependable

relationships, consistent schedules and routines, clear rules and limits with consistent, logical

consequences, and positive reinforcement. Children also need help learning how to identify and

express feelings in appropriate ways, and how to understand the feelings of other people.

School readiness, the transition to Kindergarten, and how to best support children to have a

successful school experience are very important to parents, teachers, and providers. There are a

variety of  services within each county to help support this process. In El Dorado County, First 5 has

funded Early Childhood Specialists through the County Office of Education, who offer parents the

opportunity to complete an Ages and Stages developmental assessment that takes 10 minutes to do

at home. Specialists help parents determine if  their child is meeting developmental milestones, and

offer activities to support healthy development.  Interested parents may contact the Early Childhood

Specialists at 672-0541. In Alpine County, the First 5 School Readiness Coordinator, Bernie Coombs

is available to address concerns regarding a child’s development.

Also in El Dorado County, First 5 has identified Early Childhood Leads for each

elementary school. The ECE Leads participate in local school readiness transition plans, attend

meetings with Kindergarten teachers, and share information with providers. For more information

on early childhood and transition activities in each school district contact the ECE Leads. ECE Lead

contact information is available from Kathi Walker at First 5, 530-672-8298.

In both Alpine and El Dorado Counties, a variety of programs are available that offer early socialization

experiences, including preschools and child care in center-based  as well as family child care home settings. Free Play and

Learn play groups are offered by Choices for Children, and a variety of story times and special activities are offered at the

local libraries as well.

Parents, teachers, and specialists all agree that being ready for school is a key factor to school success.  Nurturing

and supporting children’s social emotional development will not only help them be successful in school but also help them

to succeed in life.

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Immune Boost
It is virtually impossible to germ-proof  children. Germs are abundant and everywhere, especially in places where

there are groups of  children, such as childcare, preschools, or schools. But a strong immune system can provide a

child with powerful natural defenses against the germs that are continually present in their environment. The

following are some ways to boost the immune system:

1- Reduce the amount of sugar children consume. Sugar has been shown to reduce white blood cell count,

      an indicator of  immune strength. The function of  white blood cells is to fight and destroy germs that can

cause disease. Serve whole grains, complex carbohydrates and whole fruits.

2- Keep your children hydrated. Offer them plenty of  water throughout the day. Drinking enough water can

help balance every organ and system in the body- including the immune system-so they are able to

perform better.

3- Have your children get plenty of sleep at night. Adequate sleep is tied to a healthy immune system.

Recommended lengths vary by age, but 10 hours each night is a good average.

4- Make sure your children have plenty of  opportunities for physical activity. Physical activity can boost the

body’s immune response. The American Heart Association recommends children get 60 minutes of

moderate to vigorous physical activity, each and every day.

5- Offer your child a varied and balanced diet of  vegetables, fruit, whole grains, dairy products and protein

sources. No one nutrient will improve a person’s immune response, but a healthy, varied diet will ensure

that the immune system will have all the nutrients it needs to ward off disease.

6- Protect your children from second hand smoke. Infants and young children who are exposed to second

hand smoke are at a higher risk for infections. This may be a result of  damage to their developing

      immune system from second hand smoke.

7- Make sure children wash their hands frequently. Dirty hands are a great way to allow germs to enter the

body through the mouth, nose and eyes. The best way to combat disease is to prevent it from ever entering

the body. Have a safe and healthy Spring!

Parent Solution
My two year old is biting her playmates at child care. She doesn’t seem to understand that biting is hurtful and

sometimes bites even when she’s happily playing. I’m afraid the other children won’t want to play with her and

that my child care provider will ask me to find other child care arrangements. What can I do to stop the biting?

Biting is a challenging issue many parents of toddlers face. It is important to remember that a young child who bites

is not a bad child.  Young children bite for many reasons. It is an essential first step to carefully look at the circumstances

surrounding biting episodes.  What is happening to the child just prior to the biting?  Was the child frustrated, angry,

crowded, or overwhelmed?  Identifying what acts as a trigger to a child’s biting will help you to prevent it happening again

by careful monitoring.

Biting can occur when a toddler is frustrated or angry and doesn’t have the words to express his/her strong

emotions.  Step in and help the toddler by giving them the words to express their needs, such as “Don’t take my blocks,

please!”.  Having the words to express themselves is important to a toddler’s social development.  We all have played biting

games with our children saying things like “I’m going to eat your toes!”.  Some toddlers will use biting playfully to try and

get another child to play with them, like you did with them by “eating their toes”.  The trouble begins when the toddler‘s bite

hurts!  Staying away from biting games will set a better example for your toddler if they have a tendency to bite.  Biting can

also be used by toddlers to get someone to back away when they get too close or “in their space”.  Be sure your toddler has

enough private space to play when needed.  If your toddler is biting because of teething, offer something they can chew or

gently massage their jaws.

When a biting episode occurs, tend to the bitten child immediately and offer comfort and first aid if  necessary.

Show empathy and understanding to the biter by saying “I know you didn’t want Sally to get so close to you.”  Next, with a

very serious face state firmly the limit to the biter “No biting, biting hurts!  I won’t let you hurt people!”.

R& R Referrals: July to December 2007
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Building A Foundation For School Success
All of  us want our children to be successful in school. Luckily, normal interactions with children can and do
provide the foundations for language and literacy. In fact, much of  what you may already be doing is providing
your child with the skills they need for school success.
Here are some ways you can present an enriched environment to prepare your child for school:
~ Start a Dialogue Much of  what we say to children is directive in nature. Start conversations with your child.
Build on their interests and extend the discussion by posing open-ended questions: How did you do that? What
do you think will happen next? Tell me about…
~ Help Children Understand Their World Use common, everyday activities (preparing meals, paying bills,
going to the post office, washing hands, etc.) to introduce new vocabulary and concepts. Point out what you are
doing, what you hear, see or smell/taste. Model your own thinking and decision-making process out loud.
~ Support Reading Model reading and read daily with your child. Have 8-11 books accessible to your child.
Rotate these books based on your child’s interests and to spark their imagination. Visit your local library on a
regular basis. Encourage your child to create their own stories: Have them dictate and you write it out. Let them
tell stories with pictures they draw or cut out from magazines. Or they can act it out.
~ Support Writing Model writing yourself  – addressing envelopes, writing checks and thank you notes. Provide
materials for writing/ scribbling – crayons, chalk, pencils, stencils, envelopes, cards, old calendar pages, old
checks, etc.
~ Match Letters with Sounds. Start with the child’s name. Say the letter as you write it. Point out other words
with the same letter – Michael, monkey, mommy, mango. Try to find the letter in signs and print. Repeat with the
rest of the letters of the name and expand to the remainder of the alphabet.
~ Promote Play Sorting, stacking and organizing objects helps children understand about similarities and
differences – just as letters have different shapes and sizes. Puzzles, peg boards, play dough, beads and string,
and using scissors all help develop muscle strength, fine motor skills and eye-hand coordination - which are all
important for writing.
~ Include Opportunities to Read/Write in Pretend Play Post office: envelopes, junk mail, stamps/ink pads.
Restaurant: menus, recipes, order pad. Office: telephone message pads, order forms, blue prints. Store: signs, price/
name tags, receipts

Go “Green” at the Grocer
There are things you can do if  you’re interested in a “greener,” more environmentally friendly household,
specifically in regards to practices around food.

1. Size matters. When choosing between a large container and several small containers that add up to the
               same volume: Consider whether buying the large container would serve the same purpose and save you
               money. For example, do you really need to buy individual boxes (and more packaging) of  juice if  they
               all are drunk at your kitchen table?

2. It’s in the bag. Carry your own reusable shopping bags when you go shopping. Reuse any plastic
               grocery bags you might accumulate to line small wastebaskets or return them to the recycling bin at
               your grocery store.

3. Drink to this. Buy a reusable water bottle and fill it with water at home.
           4. Practice the 3 R’s. Produce less waste AND save money by practicing Reduce, Reuse and Recycle.

o Reduce the amount of  leftover food tossed by serving/preparing smaller portions of  foods that
   frequently produce leftovers. Purchase only that amount of  food that you know your family can
   eat before it’s expiration date OR …
o Reuse leftovers by serving them again in a day or two or freezing them for future use, OR …
o Recycle leftovers into a different type of meal; for example – add that extra rice to a soup the

               next night.

Finally, help the toddler to do better by offering a solution.  “Next time Sally gets too close, you can
move your toys to the quiet corner or you can ask Sally to move.”  Showing the child who bit their victim’s
injury will also teach the biter that they hurt someone.  It will likely take repeating this process several times
before you will find the biting goes away entirely.

Here are some tips to reduce biting in child care.  Providing an environment where there is plenty of
space and a quiet corner for privacy will head off  biting episodes if  a toddler is feeling crowded.  Tussles (with
biting) over favorite toys can be avoided if  there are duplicates of  toys.  Modeling empathy, understanding and
problem solving to young children will teach them how to act in more pro-social ways.  Having a predictable,
consistent routine is empowering to young children and reduces stress.  Lots of  sensory activities like finger
painting, play dough, sand and water play is very soothing.  Although providers can’t prevent biting completely,
these are proven strategies that reduce this hurtful behavior.

It’s Your Business - Tax Time

With the 2007 tax filing deadline quickly approaching,
providers are being asked for tax related information by parents.  The
two most frequently asked questions are: “What is your Social
Security Number?” and “How much did I pay you in 2007?”.  There
is cause for concern in giving out your Social Security Number given
how common identity theft has become.  The Internal Revenue
Service has made it very easy to get an Employer Identification
Number (EIN) by going to their website at www.irs.gov or by calling
the IRS toll free number at 800-829-4933.  The process takes only
about fifteen minutes and offers invaluable protection from identity
theft.  You do not need to have employees in order to get an EIN.
When prompted on the website to answer why you are requesting an
EIN always answer “Started a new business” unless you are hiring
employees, even if  you have been in business for years. Although you
do not need to give parents a receipt of the total amount paid to you
for the year it is good practice to do so.  IRS Form W-10 Dependent
Care Provider’s Identification and Certification provides parents with the
necessary tax information to claim their child care expenses on their
taxes.  The W-10 is not filed with the tax return but is kept with the
parents’ tax records.  Keep a copy with your tax records too. Choices
for Children has W-10’s, so you can request a copy if  you need one.

It would also be helpful to parents to let them know about
other tax credits available to working families which include the Child
and Dependent Tax Credit, the Earned Income Tax Credit and the Child
Tax Credit.  An informational flier on these tax credits is available on
the Choices for Children website at www.choices4children.org.  The
tax credit flier is printable for you to post or distribute to clients.

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 Governor’s Proposed Budget

The State of California is facing dire financial times with a
projected 14 billion dollar deficit. On January 10, 2008,
Governor Schwarzenegger released his proposed budget for
the 2008 – 2009 fiscal year. Declaring a “fiscal state of
emergency”, he is also asking the California legislature to
consider possible cuts to the current fiscal year. The
following is a short list of those potential program cuts that
would affect families and the child care and development
field:
COLA (Cost of Living Allowance)-No COLA will be
provided for child development programs in 08-09. These
programs include the following:  State Preschool, General
Child Care, Migrant Day Care, Alternative Payment Program,
Resource and Referral, Extended Day, Allowance for
Handicapped, and Local Planning Councils. This will save
the state approximately $82.9 million dollars.
Growth Money- No Growth money will be provided for
child development programs in 08-09. This will save the
state roughly $10 million.
State Median Income (SMI)- The Governor is proposing
to freeze the SMI in 08-09. Currently, a family of  three is
eligible for child care if their income does not exceed $3,769
per month. Freezing the income limit means that working
families receiving child care services lose eligibility at a lower
income level than if the income limit were increased.
Resource and Referral (R&R)-The Governor is proposing
to cut R&R programs by 6.4% in state funding and cut the
CCIP state matching grant program cut by 6.4%.
Community Care Licensing- Saves $2.3 million in 2008-
09 by reducing community care licensing random visits.
Under this proposal, 14 percent of facilities would receive
random inspections annually. No reduction will be made to
follow up inspection schedules for facilities that have
previously been found to be out of compliance with licensing
standards. This will cut 33 positions in the budget year.
Before and Afterschool Programs- The Governors budget
proposes to reduce funding in the budget year for Before
and After School programs by $59.6 million.  This reduction
would require a ballot initiative to go before the public in
order to revise Proposition 49.  The Governors office notes
the impact should be minimal given that some grantees have
not yet implemented and also notes that federal 21st Century
Learning grants may be available to offset the cuts, although
this funding source has been difficult to utilize historically.
Child Nutrition Programs- The Governors Budget
proposes to reduce Child Nutrition Programs by $14.2 million
in 2008-2009.  This reduction will cut the free and reduced

price meal reimbursement rate by approximately
$0.02. However, the program received a $0.06 per
meal augmentation in 2007-08.
Department of  Education- The Governor proposes
to reduce the Department of Education by $5.6
million in 2008-09 for administration and program
support. The Superintendent of  Public Instruction
will have discretion to allocate this reduction.
CalWORKS:         
Implement Graduated Full Family Sanctions- The
Governor’s proposal would reduce grants to the family
by 50 percent when adults have been sanctioned for
not participating and have remained in sanction status
for an accumulated total of  six months. Adults who
have been sanctioned for not participating for a second
accumulated total of six months will receive a full
family sanction. Adults could remedy their sanction
at any time by complying with appropriate work
activities. Prior to any graduated sanction, counties
will contact the adult to ensure that he or she
understands the participation requirements and to
urge program compliance, as well as connect adults
to resources in order to remove barriers to
participation. These contacts will consist of a
combination of  phone calls, letters, and home visits.
Elimination of CalWORKs Child-Only Grants-
These child-only grants are for families beyond the
60-month time limit. This would require that the child-
only grant is eliminated unless the family meets the
federal work participation requirements. This
proposal is expected to remove approximately 33,500
families from aid and will result in $253 million
General Fund savings in the budget year, with a
smaller reduction, $17.8 million, expected in the
current year.
Elimination of CalWORKs Safety-Net Cases- This
would similarly eliminate child-only grants for families
that include parents or caretakers who are
undocumented noncitizens, drug felons, or fleeing
felons that have exceeded the 60-month limit. The
Governor’s office states that this proposal would
remove the benefit from approximately 36,700
families and will result in $236 million General Fund
savings in the budget year, with a smaller reduction,
$17.8 million, expected in the current year (07-08)
